Re: Offering of Common Shares of Trillion Energy International Inc.

Echelon Wealth Partners Inc. as the lead agent and sole bookrunner (the “Agent”) understands that Trillion
Energy International Inc. (the “Corporation”) proposes to issue and sell an aggregate of up to 33,333,333
common shares of the Corporation (the “Offered Shares”), at a price of $0.30 per Common Share.

The Agent also understand that the Corporation proposes to grant to the Agent an option (the “Agent’s
Option”), exercisable in whole or in part by the Agent, on its own behalf and on behalf of the other Agent,
to offer for sale an additional number of Offered Shares (the “Over-Allotment Shares”) equal to 15% of
the number of Offered Shares sold pursuant to the Offering (as hereinafter defined) on the same basis as
the Offered Shares. The Agent’s Option will be exercisable in whole or in part, at the sole discretion of the
Lead Agent, for a period of 30 days from the Closing Date (as hereinafter defined). Unless the context
otherwise requires, references herein to the “Offered Shares” assume the exercise of the Agent’s Option
and include all Over-Allotment Shares issuable thereunder. The offering of the Offered Shares by the
Corporation is referred to herein as the “Offering”.

We also understand that the Corporation will prepare and file, in accordance with the terms hereof, the
Prospectus (as defined herein) and all other necessary documents in order to qualify the distribution of the
Offered Shares in each of the Qualifying Provinces (as defined herein).

Upon and subject to the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement, the Agent hereby agree to act
as, and the Corporation hereby appoints the Agent as, its exclusive agent to offer the Offered Shares for
sale, on a commercially reasonable efforts basis in the Qualifying Provinces at a price of $0.30 per Offered
Share for aggregate consideration of up to $10,000,000, provided that the Agent shall be under no obligation
to purchase any of such Offered Shares as principal.

The Agent will receive broker warrants (“Broker Warrants™) as set out in Section 9 hereof. Each Broker
Warrant will be exercisable to purchase one Common Share of the Corporation at a price of $0.30 per
Common Share for a period of 24 months following the Closing Date. At the Closing Time on the Closing
Date or the Additional Closing Date, as applicable, the Corporation shall execute and deliver to the Agent
(or its agents, as the case may be) the Broker Warrant Certificates (as hereinafter defined).

The Offered Shares offered and sold in the United States (as defined herein) and to, or for the account or
benefit of, U.S. Persons (as defined herein), pursuant to Schedule “A” to this Agreement, shall be offered
by the Agent, through their U.S. Affiliates (as defined herein), for sale directly by the Corporation to
purchasers designated by the Agent, in transactions in accordance with said Schedule “A”, which forms
part of this Agreement. In connection with the Offering, the Agent shall be entitled to retain as sub-agents



other registered securities dealers and may receive (for delivery to the Corporation at the Closing Time (as
defined herein)) subscriptions for Offered Shares from other registered securities dealers. The fee payable
to such sub-agents shall be for the account of the Agent.

The Corporation and the Agent hereby acknowledge that the Offered Shares have not been and will not be
registered under the U.S. Securities Act (as defined herein) or any U.S. state securities laws and the Offered
Shares may not be offered or sold in the United States or to, or for the account or benefit of, U.S. Persons,
except to Accredited Investors (as defined in Schedule “A” hereto), in compliance with the exemption from
the registration requirements of the U.S. Securities Act provided by Rule 506(b) of Regulation D
thereunder, and exemptions under applicable state securities laws, in the manner contemplated by this
Agreement, including Schedule “A” hereto. The Corporation and the Agent hereby agree that all offers and
sales of the Offered Shares will be conducted only in the manner specified in Schedule “A” hereto, which
terms and conditions are hereby incorporated by reference in and form a part of this Agreement. In addition,
the Offered Shares may be offered and sold in certain other jurisdictions outside of Canada and the United
States as may be determined by the Agent, and in accordance with Schedule “A” hereto.

(a) in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect the relative benefit received by the

For greater certainty, the services provided by the Agent in connection herewith will not be subject
to the Goods and Services Tax or Harmonized Sales Tax (“GST”) provided for in the Excise Tax
Act (Canada) and taxable supplies provided will be incidental to the exempt financial services
provided. However, in the event that the Canada Revenue Agency determines that GST provided
for in the Excise Tax Act (Canada) is exigible on the Agency Fee, the Corporation agrees to pay the
amount of GST forthwith upon the request of the Agent. The Corporation also agrees to pay the
Agent’s expenses as set forth in Section 10 hereof.
